His vision was not 

limited to the creation of physical spaces for books, but extended to the dissemination of knowledge through 

journals. By 1915, the Ramamohana Library had grown into a comprehensive journal, serving as an intellectual 

hub for scholars and the general public alike. 

The event was graced by Vice Principal B. Srinivasa Rao and In-Charge Librarian MadhubabuKatta, along with 

other faculty members and students. They collectively highlighted the importance of libraries in  the society and 

reflected on the enduring legacy of AyyankiVenkataRamanaiah.
